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MJDF Examiners Required

The MJDF (Diploma of Membership of the Joint Dental Faculties) is the membership examination of the Faculty of Dental Surgery and Faculty of General Dental Practice (UK). It is a modern assessment designed to recognise the successful acquisition of the knowledge and skills defined in the foundation training curriculum.

Applicants will hold an appropriate postgraduate qualification and be members or fellows of one of the dental faculties. Ideally they will have experience of teaching/training and assessing dentists at postgraduate level.

Examiners will be required to commit to a minimum of three days’ examining each year, plus up to a further three days for training and question-writing purposes.
