Which ID can I bring? 

Any current, valid photo ID that includes your name, signature and a photograph. (ie 
passport or both parts of driving license. Military or national ID cards are acceptable too) 

My passport / driving license has just run out - will it still be accepted? 

No, your photo ID must be current and valid 

My ID is in my maiden name - what should I do? 

Bring your marriage certificate together with your current, valid photo ID 

When will the results be released? 

This is stated on your admit letter 

Can I withdraw from the examination? 

Yes subject to the regulations usually with no refund - See MJDF regulations section 8  

I have not received my admit letter. 

The letters were sent by email so contact the office to ensure that we have your correct 
email address 

How soon should I arrive at the venue before the examination?  

 Belfast  – 20 minutes 
 Cairo – 30 minutes 
 Kuala Lumpur – 30 minutes 
 London Emirates Stadium – 45 minutes 
 London RCS (Dyslexic candidates only) – 20 minutes 
 Stirling – 30 minutes 
 For other venues the arrival time will be stated on your admit letter.  

Is there a special area for me to store away IT equipment such as iPads or 
laptops?
